I hope you enjoy this inaugural edition comment of appreciation or suggestion for improvement are equally 

welcome. 

 

SCHOOL HISTORY 

The school was started back in 1991. The first class was built by donors through Siana Springs who are our 

neighbors and continue to be our partners in this noble venture. The school grew through thin and thick and 

support from local leaders’ community and other well-wishers who through their combine effort made the 

school what it is today. 

 

During 2003 the Dutch family visited us for the first time and they were touched by plight of the children and 

from there lives have not been the same again. 

By then our enrollment was 39 girls and boys 111 compared to the current population of 450 pupils , ie. 280 

boys and 172 girls. 

 

ACADEMIC 

Education is the key to a good future. This saying is very correct; we need good education in order to lead a 

good life. But in Maasai Land this is not the case; children are hampered by cultural practices e.g girls are 

married off at a tender age, boys join moranism and this makes them to drop out of schools. Children start 

school very late due to the long distance covered when going to school and the area is inhabited with wild 

animals. 

 

The enrollment in 2003 was low we had 111 boys and 39 girls totaling to 150 pupils. But in 2008 after 

Stichting Nkoilale started sponsoring the school we have 172 girls and 280 boys totaling to 450 this is a great 

achievement. 

The performance of the school has really improved because the children enjoy to come to school and the 

teachers are happy in doing their work. Pupils in grade 7 and grade 8 , usually do their studies at night using 

the solar lightning donated by Stichting Nkoilale foundation. 
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CO – CURRICULUM 

This encompasses athletics, ball games, poems and music festivals. This is practical by all schools in Kenya 

to foster patriotism, nationalism and promote national unity. The objectives 

are to emulate and live together. Songs have moral values and poems too. 

Ball games to utilize leisure time effectively and at times leads to self 

fulfillment (employment)  

Competition start from zonal level up to national level in this case we 

practice in school to make a team and take the team to the zone – Division 

– District – Province – National level.

We have been practicing all those events but due to lack of funds it has been impossible to take pupils to the 

next level. Transportation cost is high. Available funds only cover zones where around 20 schools meet for 

competition. Since the introduction of support (funds) from the Netherlands. Our pupils have excelled.  

This year 2008 we held athletics and our boys were ranked position 3 out of the 8 championships from all 

divisions which formed the districts. 

 

We are looking forward to do better due to the great support we have received especially the games kit, 

balls, nets, poles goals post, skipping ropes already in place provided by the Netherlands. It has indeed 

mitigated and encouraged pupils. 

 

We participated in music competition to regional level where we represented the district in girl’s category. 

The funds we received enabled us to transport pupils; in regional music competition we attained position 

three. (inter districts) 

Education provides pupils with opportunity to get literacy, numeracy and co-curriculum helps pupils to 

develop creativity skills leading to self employment. 

 

SCHOOL FEEDING PROGRAMME. 

Food is a basic necessity as well as shelter and clothing. Just some decades ago the Maasai adopted the 

modern food. In the previous times there food was milk and blood. 

 

The government of Kenya provides the following to the 

school:- peas, bulgur  and  some times maize which is not 

regular sometimes they go for so long without food. 

Since 2007 the introduction of special ”Happy meals”  of 

which is not easily available at the community level. This has 

lead to improvement in school enrollment, healthy pupils and 

reduces distance coverage i.e going for lunch at home and 

coming back for afternoon lessons. 

Therefore I would like to thank Stichting Nkoilale for the 

support they have given to Nkoilale pupils and retaining them at school. 
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HOUSING 

It was a second project (KE507) from Stichting Nkoilale as they felt urgent need for teacher’s houses. 

There were no teacher’s houses in the school 

compound. Their were living around the shopping 

centers in a mud house which served as a bedroom, 

kitchen and a sitting room. 

Through Stichting Nkoilale foundation teachers are now 

enjoying well spacious houses with three  

rooms (kitchen, sitting room and a bedroom). 

Since then teachers are enjoying well lighted  

houses equipped with utensils, cookers nice  

furniture’s.

Teachers have humble time to prepare for their lessons properly especially during the night. 

Thanks to the foundation for their support to sustain a conducive environment for learning in our school. 

 

SECURITY 

Since the school is situated in the outskirt of the Maasai Mara Game Reserves. The big five that is the Lion, 

Elephant, Leopard, Buffalo and Rhino are over within the school compound hence endangering the lives of 

the pupils and teachers. 

The Maasai community is pastoralist therefore most of the time 

they graze their livestock within the school compound interfering 

with learning, besides external interference the school incur a lot 

of losses in repairing and maintenance of physical facilities 

especially classes, books, chairs and other learning materials. 

 

To curb this Stichting Nkoilale Barneveld supported the school to 

put up a very strong secure fence. Since the inception of the fence the school has become an island of 

peace because the movements of rogue animals have now been restricted. The teachers and the pupils feel 

safe for Nkoilale School is the place to be. 

 

HYGIENE 

In Nkoilale, water is very scarce and not clean for drinking, hence pupils 

use to get water borne diseases but nowadays that is not the case, pupils 

drink safe purified water. Thanks goes to Stichting Nkoilale for donating a 

purifying stick. The foundation also built a modern spacious and hygiene 

kitchen. The food is cooked and served under clean condition.        

The pupils are happy to use very clean latrines.

TEACHERS FOR TEACHERS / LIFELONG LEARNING COLLEGE 

Nkoilale primary school has 12 teachers 6 employed by the government and 3 are employed by the local 

council and 3 by the parents. The government is unable to employ enough teachers hence the parents came 

in so that their children can get quality education. 

People from this area depend on livestock for their livelihood this making it hard for them to afford paying the 

teachers. The teachers used to go without salary for very many months and they have families to take care 

of the going was very tough for them, but they had a good vision for this community which kept them going. 

Thanks to Stichting Nkoilale for paying the teachers 50% salary. When they are working hard for the 

children, they are assured of their salaries and in good time 

For quality education, Stichting Nkoilale is sponsoring teachers to join colleges thus making them work 

professionally and effectively. Also it has started a programme called lifelong learning whereby head teacher, 

teachers / committee members are trained on management of school.

Though we have achieved much, we still have along way to go. For example we are dreaming of making our 

school a boarding to enable our school accommodate pupils to increase contact with books. Since some 

come from very far distance and goes through thick  forest with all kind of wild animals thus endangering 

their lives, due to increase in enrollment. 

 

We require more classes, desk, teacher’s house to accommodate all teachers within the school compound, 

other related facilities that will facilitate smooth learning environment to enable our pupils realize their 

dreams, you too can make one dream become a reality through prayer, visitation and kind donation. 

 

 

NKOILALE IN A NUTSHELL 

·  Teachers live in decent houses 

·  Availability of purifying stick to treat the drinking water. 

·  The teachers and pupils are secure within the school thanks to the fencing to keep out unwanted 

strangers including wild animals. 

·  A spacious and well lighted library for evening and morning preps for pupils and other school 

functions like seminars and meetings with secure cabinets for learning materials shopper storage. 

·  Modern spacious kitchen and store to prepare serve and store the government food and  “happy 

meal” over a week produced by the foundation which enhance pupils, school attendance, retention 

and completion. 

·  Radio programs, computer services and music with a piano to accompany the music lessons. 

·  Co-curriculum activities i.e. include athletics, which we participated to district level, music where we 

represented the district in inter – districts competition which we scooped position 3. 

·  Teachers received their salaries in time thus motivated them to discharge their duties effectively. 

·  Water storage tanks to harvest rain water. 

·  Cleanliness is next to Godliness, the saying goes thus the school have sufficient clean latrines both 

pupils and teachers.

Since 2003 we are happy because you have helped us through the following areas:- 

·  Fencing the school thus protecting us from strangers and making us feel safe. 

·  Since you gave us uniforms we are happy because some of our parents could not afford to buy 

them. 

·  When you built water tank you made the fetching of water very easy because in our tradition males 

do not fetch water so when there is drought women go to Siana spring to fetch water without 

protection from anybody and thus can lead to defilement and rape. 

·  Some of our parent work in the lodges so when you come to visit us our parents working in the 

lodges benefit and are not tempted to make us drop out of school. 

·  When you buy ornament from our parents they are able to provide us with our basic needs. 

·  Before you brought the solar panels we use to go home, as girls we had a lot of chores at home so 

when we did our home work we were tired so we could not concentrate compared to our brothers 

who have less  household chores at home, thus the urgent need for a boarding facilities in school.
